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Dear Embassies and High Commissions,

As you will be aware, Australia is taking urgent action to protect our country
from the entry of khapra beetle, Trogoderma granarium. Our response is being
implemented in phases. The next two phases are expected to commence on 28
April 2022. Under these phases, other-risk plant products and seeds for sowing
exported from all countries on or after 28 April 2022, must be:
« inspected offshore by a government official of the exporting country
AND
« accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate that includes the following
additional declaration: “Representative samples were inspected and
found free from evidence of any species of Trogoderma (whether live,
dead or exuviae) in Australia’s list of Trogoderma species of biosecurity
concern.”

Failure to comply with the above requirements may result in the re-export of
the goods and/or container on-arrival in Australia.
